· A lion's roar usually heard after sunset can be heard up to 5 miles away.
· Female lions do most of the hunting.  
· Male lions grow larger than females, reaching up to ten feet long (females reach up to nine feet long), plus a two- to three-foot-long tail. Male lions weigh from 330 to 530 pounds; females weigh 270 to 300 pounds. Lions stand between three and a half and four feet tall at the shoulder. 
· Lions spend 16 to 20 hours a day sleeping and resting

· Most lions drink water daily if available, but can go four or five days without it

· Prides can be as small as 3 and as big as 40 animals. However a typical pride consists of two males and seven females and a variable number of cubs)
· A lion can run up to a maximum speed of 50 miles per hour 

· The lion is the second biggest cat in the world, the first is a tiger.
· A Lions lifespan in the wild is 15-18 years and 25-30 years in captivity.
· Lions are native to Africa and Northwest India
· The lion’s scientific name is Panthera Leo.
· A typical meal for a lion is 40 pounds of meat in one sitting.
· Male lions are also called tom. This is where the saying "Tom Cat" comes from. Female lions are called a lioness or she-lion. Baby lions are called cubs, whelps or lionets.
· Are born blind and do not open their eyes for a couple of weeks.
